Unit 3: Force and Motion - Vocabulary


Force - A push or a pull on an object that can cause it to change motion.
Friction - A force that slows the motion of moving objects.
Gravity - A force that pulls any two objects toward one another. Example: the force that pulls objects toward the center of the Earth.
Inertia - The tendency of a moving object to stay in motion or a resting object to stay at rest.
Kinetic Energy- The energy of motion. 
Magnetism - The force of pushing and pulling between the poles of magnets.

Mechanical Energy - The energy which is possessed by an object due to its motion or its stored energy of position. 

Motion - is the changing of position or location because of a force
Potential Energy – Energy that an object has because of its position.
